TEHRAN (Reuters) - Twenty-five men have been flogged in public in Iran's capital for drinking and selling alcohol,
anewspaper reported on Saturday.

The daily Abrar said the men were whipped in a north Tehran square on Friday, each receiving 70-80 lashes for their
offences.

Only members of Iran's non-Muslim community are allowed to make or consume alcoholic beverages, whose
production, sale and drinking are otherwise strictly forbidden.

Other groups of young people were publicly flogged earlier this month in Tehran for various offences including
drinking and selling al cohol.

Hard-liners, who dominate the judiciary, have recently been stepping up their campaign against liberal influences
which they blame on reforms carried out by newly re-elected President Mohammad Khatami.
